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INQUEST AT FREMANTLE.
The adjourned inquest touching the death of Michael O'Loughlin, who was drowned off the Fremantle pier on Wednesday night last, was   held yesterday before Mr. R. Fairbairn, R.M. Dr. Wheeler gave evidence that death was due to drowning. He could not form an opinion as to bow a bruise on the back of deceased's head bad been caused. From the nature of the bruises on the front part of the body, it appeared that they had been received in falling; but it would be difficult for deceased to have received the bruise on the back of the head at the same time. The bruise on the nose might have been caused by a man's fist. The police had no further evidence to present, but presumed that a man who had been seen with deceased on the pier had taken his passage by the s.s. Bulimba and could not be traced.  The coroner, after reviewing the evidence, said that there was one remarkable feature about this case which was not quite satisfactory. This was the fact that the man who had first reported the occurrence to the mate   of the s.s. Flinders, had never since been   found, and nothing had been heard about him. It was just possible that deceased was knocked into the water. Deceased had a sum of money on him and an order on the Union Bank for £100, and it seemed strange that the man who was in his company last should have got out of the way. In coming to a decision in this case, the coroner suggested -that the jury should bring in an open verdict, and find that death was due to drowning, but whether deceased got into the water accidentally or not there was no evidence to show. The jury found in accordance with the coroner's directions.
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
